I am writing to request support from the RES for a conference on Economics and Security to be held at Burwalls Hall, University of Bristol 24-26th. June. This conference is part of a continuing initiative to develop defence and peace economics in the UK, a relatively new subject in the area and one that is somewhat marginal here. To this end the conference aims to bring together academic defence economists from this country and other parts of the world. To do this we need to raise some funds for travel expenses and we were hoping that the RES might be able to assist us. The invited participants are:

Jugen Brauer, Augusta State University: who will be a plenary speaker
Michael Brzoska, Bonn International Conversion Centre: who will be presenting a public lecture
These are all well-renowned in the field and will make an excellent contribution to the conference and to the development of the subject in the UK. A small grant of £600 would make an important contribution to the travel expenses, which are likely to total over £1000.

I am enclosing a copy of the call for papers. So far we have offers of over 15 papers from the UK, France, Germany, Greece, Israel, South Africa, and Turkey. UK participants include Professor Keith Hartley (York), Professor Ron Smith (Birkbeck), Professor Paul Levine (Surrey), Professor John Lovering (Cardiff).
